KDTC meets its purpose by conducting dog training classes that include Puppy, Beginning, Beyond 
Beginning, Obedience, Rally, Tricks, and Nosework . We also offer classes for the AKC Canine Good Citizen 
(CGC) and the UKC Socialized Pet Obedience Test (SPOT). 

Classes are held at the The Puppy Playground, 128 Van Bruggen St., Galesburg, MI 49053.

We work to educate and encourage the public to practice responsible dog ownership, promote cooperation 
and good sportsmanship among members in the training and exhibiting of dogs. Without the support of our 
members who volunteer, KDTC would not exist.

KDTC Membership Benefits:
o Class Discount – After being a member in good standing for one year, you qualify for half off class fees.

o Members Only Open Training – No-cost open training times specific days/times at The Puppy Playgound.

o Volunteer Points – Volunteer to teach or assist a class and earn points. Points may be used to purchase 
anything dog related (dog food, training equipment, class fees, etc.). Class instructors earn 90 points, and 
assistants earn 55 points per class (1 point = $1.) Up to 600 points ($600) may be redeemed each year.

o Awards Dinner – Held on the first Monday in April, the Awards Dinner is when we recognize the 
achievements of our members and their dogs during the past year. We also recognize members for 
outstanding service to the club (teaching, assisting, committees.) KDTC subsidizes members with $10 
toward their dinner. The fun includes raffles, door prizes, and goodie bags. 

o Club Picnic – Held the second Monday in September, we usually meet at a local park. KDTC provides a 
meat tray and utensils. Bring a dish to pass and your dog so you can enjoy fun dog games!

o Holiday Party – Held on the first Monday in December, the Holiday Party includes food, door prizes, raffles, 
goodie bags, and a dog-themed ornament exchange for those wishing to participate. Family members and 
significant others are welcome.

o Members receive the KDTC By-Laws, Handbook, and Membership Directory.
